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3 Overview

The Kramer VM -80HP is a high performance distribution amplifier for
headphone signals. It takes one stereo headphone input and distributes the
signal to eight identical stereo headphone outputs. The VM -80HP features a
mono/stereo selection button, letting you connect up to 16 mono outputs, and
Level (Gain) Controls for each output.

To achieve the best performance:

e Connect only good quality connection cables, thus avoiding interference,
deterioration in signal quality due to poor matching, and elevated noise
levels (often associated with low quality cables)

¢ Avoid interference from neighboring electrical appliances that may
adversely influence signal quality and position your Kramer VM -80HP
away from moisture, excessive sunlight and dust

4 MODE Stereo/Mono Push Button Press to set audio acceptors to mono

Release to set audio acceptors to stereo
OUT 6.5mm stereo phone sockets | Connect to audio acceptors (from 1 to 8)
12v DC +12V DC connector for powering the unit
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To connect the VM-80HP, as illustrated in the example in Figure 2, do the
following:
1. Connect an audio source (for example, a stereo audio source) to the INPUT
6.5mm phone socket connector.
2. Connect the OUT 6.5mm phone sockets to up to 8 acceptors, as follows™:
= Connect the OUT 1 connector to an audio acceptor (for example,
headphones)
= Connect the OUT 8 connector to an audio acceptor (for example,
speakers)

3. Connect the 12V DC power adapter to the power socket and connect the
adapter to the mains electricity (not shown in Figure 2).

Set the LEVEL CONTROL potentiometers for each output as required.
